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This project, supported by the Kanbe Foundation, is an exhibition of works inspired by the common theme of “books”
at Daikanyama Tsutaya, with the aim of promoting exchange among ceramic artists of the same generation studying at
art universities in Japan.

Students and faculty alike will select one of their favorite books and create ceramic works from their own perspectives.
Books can shake people's emotions, convey the thoughts of others, impart knowledge, change values, and expand the
world of the mind. Encounters with books become a source of creation, deepening thought and expression, and
leading to future activities.

We hope that this exhibition will provide an opportunity for visitors to interact with the expressions born from the field
of ceramic education while deciphering the messages conveyed by the more than 100 small works displayed in this
exhibition.
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
